3. Weary of chasing the lies of this world, 
finding its treasures an empty reward: 
my beautiful Saviour, most glorious Lord, 
Jesus, I rest in you. 
 
4. Weary of needing to be in control, 
brooding on worries, disturbing my soul: 
the Stiller of storms who alone can console, 
Jesus, I rest in you. 
 
5. Weary of memories recalled with dismay, 
burdened with guilt that I can’t sweep away, 
when Jesus has cancelled what I could not pay: 
Jesus, I rest in you.
